The Iranian Jewish Club at NYU

Constitution
Part I
Article I     Iranian Jewish Club at NYU,  November 2002

Article II     The purpose of the Iranian Jewish Club at NYU is to unite students of common Iranian culture and descent and foster an environment that not only closely explores the ever-expanding future of Iranians in America but also allows club members at NYU to make the most of their college-experience through numerous and enriching activities.

Article III      Seventy-Five (75) percent of the membership list for the Iranian Jewish Club at New York University will be fully matriculated students , the remaining may be NYU staff, faculty, alumni or other members of the NHYU community (must have NYU identification card).  Non-NYU members may participate but will not partake in club businesses (i.e. voting, spending or receiving club money, booking space, using OSA services and facilities, recruiting and publicizing during club fairs).

Furthermore, the Iranian Jewish Club at New York University (1) meets the requirements of no more than 2/3 of the members from one school, (2) has at least ten members including the executive board  and (3) is open to all NYU students.

A. Membership is open to all NYU students currently enrolled within the University.

B. In order to attain membership in the Iranian Jewish Club, a student must attend any of the meetings scheduled within the semester, and provide their contact information, in addition to expressing interest in joining the club.

C. All members in the Iranian Jewish Club, with the exception of officers, are considered “general members” and have equal say in club matters.  In regards to voting and issues which require member say, those members who have seniority in terms of length of membership will have a greater say in final club decisions.  For example, in terms of a tie, the side whose members have the most seniority will win the vote.

D. Membership expulsion will be a last resort tactic and used only in extreme cases where a member exhibits behavior or qualities detrimental to the club or disrupts the flow of club affairs.  Furthermore, a club member may be expelled if they are found to be harassing or making the club experience of other members unfavorable.  In order for expulsion to occur, any  member must bring before the club president their view on why another member should be expelled.  This view is then reviewed by the club officers, who may have the member expelled if they unanimously vote to do so.  Otherwise, a 3/4th vote is required from all club members, done in secret ballot, in order to have the club member expelled.

Article IV    Officers



A. The governing body of the Iranian Jewish Club will consist of four officers: President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.  It will be the job of the President, seen as the spearhead and leader of the club, to ensure it thrives and does it’s very best at NYU.  

Specifically, the president is to: ensure that the club is registered, be responsible for overall club management, schedule club meetings, organize the executive board in meeting with their OSA Club Advisor for the initial meeting, mid-year evaluation, special program planning, and year-end transition, to delegate responsibilities to club members, and arrange for elections and transition.   


It is the role of the vice-president to: represent the president in his/her absence, report the status of club work and problems to the president, develop co-sponsorship opportunities with other clubs, reserve and cancel programming space for the clubs, and to oversee coordination of room set-up with Operations, a production meeting with the house manager if needed, and security meeting if required.  The duties of the Treasurer include: attending Budget and Treasurer’s workshops, submitting club budget to the All-Square Status and Budget Committee (ASSBAC), collecting and submitting receipts on time, submitting requests for checks and contracts for services, picking up checks for the club, maintaining financial records for the club, and identifying any additional funding sources.  Finally it is the role of the secretary to: chair the publicity committee, develop a publicity plan for the club, take minutes of all club meetings and distribute copies to members, to maintain membership and mailing lists, and to write club correspondence as needed.

B. Any member of the Iranian Jewish Club may be eligible to run for officers so long as he/she is a fully registered, matriculated NYU student in good standing with the University, has been a club member for at least one semester, and has attended at least a combination of 3 club meetings and or events that previous semester.

C. Club officers will hold their term for the spring and fall semester of the year following the semester in which they were elected to office. Following their two-semester term, new elections will be held to appoint the next terms club officers.

Article V
Elections



A.  In order to maintain club status and privileges, the Iranian Jewish Club  at New York University will hold open elections by April 1 and re-register with the Office of Student Activities by June 1st.  Moreover, the club herein will not appoint executive board members and will abide by the voting procedures as determined in the club constitution.    



B.  In the events that a club officer cannot fulfill his/her term length for any reason, a new election will be held shortly thereafter to replace the member with a new club officer in his/her place.  The procedures for the election will following exactly those used in normal club elections.
